piano, General Manager John D.
O'Brien will make the introduc-
tory address, and following the in-
termission Raymond Sovey, who
stages the festival, will make a
short address.

Free tickets will again be pre-
sented to Inlanders and their fam-
ilies to enable them to hear the
performances, These free tickets
can be obtained at the War Trans-
portation section or the Personnel
office, which has been the custom
in the past. All persons wishing to
attend have only to stop at this
location to obtain their tickets,
insuring them the opportunity of
attending the festival.

The chorus, the first of its type
to be established by an industrial
concern, has been of great assis-
tance to a number of children who
have been endowed with musical
talent. Many graduates of the
chorus have, after leaving it, gone
on and achieved prominence in the
musical world. One of the out-
standing examples is Barbara
Cameron, & member of the chorus
for a number of years, who is now
heard singing on the air over radio
station WLW.
