It may seem like a far cry from a
commercial jingles studio to a sym-
phony hall, but Barbara Cameron
was slated to make the transition
glissando.

The first commercial jingles singer
ever to perform as guest soloist with
the Cincinnati Symphony Orchestra,
Miss Cameron and The Satisfiers, a
New York quartet in which she sings
the female lead, appeared with the
100-piece orchestra in Cincinnati in
a musical “Theatre Train” of Broad-
way show tunes. It was her third
performance with the Cincinnati
Symphony.

Miss Cameron and The Satisfiers
have performed in commercials for
many national advertisers including
Newport, Winston and Kent ciga-
rettes, Frosty root beer, Lee’s carpets,
Mohawk Airlines and McGregor's
sportswear. They also have done
commercials, as yet not released, for
Sophia Loren’s new motion picture,
*Madame.”
