The chorus is an outgrowth of Christmas parties for the
Inland children and an earlier singing group organized by the
late Richard Westbrock. He was director of the chorus until his
death in 1955.

Through the chorus the children have a chance lo get ac-
quainted with good musie through a co-operative effort, accord-
ing to John D. O'Brien, general manager of Inland.
