The Dayton Philharmonic or-
chestra and the Inland Children’'s
chorus gave their annual Christmas
concert yesterday afternoon in
Memorial hall. As in years past
the program was heard by a ca-

Playing here
were Milton Wohl and Arthur
Clark Jr., violinists, and Eleanor
Foster, cellist.

Other selections presented by the
orchestra were “The Roman Car-
nival” by Berlioz, a glad-outpouring
of song; Moussorgsky's “The Break
of Day” and Tchaikowsky's “1812"
overture.

During the intermission Dr. E. R.
Arn, president of the Dayton
Philharmonic association, intro-
